The Philippine Clipper left Jan 3, 1940 and again Jan 5.
Returned to San Francisco each time because of mechanical
troubles, Left again Jan [T, Returned due to weather. Mail
placed on S5 Mastonia for Henoluly Jan 12, Philippine feft
again Jan 13. Delayed at Honolulu Jsn 14-16. Returned to
San Frandisco Jan 16 due to more mechanical froubles,

35 Mastonia arrived Honolufu with the mail Jan 16, The
China Clipper left San Frandiveo Jan 17, It left Honolulu Jan
18 with the mail from 55 Mastonia but returned due to
weather. Experienced continuous delays until Wake Island
where it left Jan 23, belng forced back and left again Jan
